Must agree to serve from September 1* to August 31* . Team members may participate in COMPLETE
programming as well as other Acteens™ promotion and/or state sponsored events.

Must have completed application to Alabama WMU no later than the first Monday of June.
Applications must include most recent and clearest passport size photo, parent’s signature,

Acteens or Girls’ Ministry Advisor/Director’s signature, and requested paragraphs.

Only fully completed applications will be considered.
